As I stated earlier, the issue of disability did not arise between myself and my professor as something which could potentially create any problems in my first term. I am only in my second term, and I e-mailed Susan Gabel that I thought it was premature for me to make any assessments of NLU at this time, but she requested that I complete the survey in spite of this. I found myself treated fairly in the admission process, and by my first professor -- I simply do not have final information to make an assessment concerning my teacher in my second class, because of the non-paper portion of the grading. As concerns students, I do not find them especially appreciative of the fact that persons with disabilities have the same rights to attend higher education, and all I would find necessary is the statement to them that disabilities do attend NLU, it is their right and they should be treated with the same respect as every other student. I would not want to be anyone's 'token disabled friend,' but I have not shied away from integrating my experience and values into my writing -- which the other students obviously read and hear in class and have their own reactions to.
